i. There is a need to repair cracks in the exterior of the Student Union Building. This would help to ensure that the building is in good standing for long term use. 

1. The contractors that are a part of the proposal are from the Chancellors office. 
2. A packet outlining the work with pictures has been distributed 
3. The total cost would be $77,991 which would be taken out of reserves, 
4. The work would take approximately 3 weeks during the winter time so as to not infringe on campus 
5.  (J. Booker) Noted that this type of repair is usually done every five to six years 
6. (C. Derrico) Currently there are plans to schedule out 10 to 20 year repairs for the building, which is standard for the campus to do.

7. (T. Sherrill) The work is not urgent, but we need to up keep up the building as it has been six years since we have opened

8. (M. Noyes)  wanted to know if we could get additional bid(s) from other contractors
a. (G. Spevak) There are not multiple bids, as everything is done through the Job Order Contract Program (JOC Program) where vendors are vetted in advance by the Chancellor’s Office. The intent is to address needs more quickly and within agreed upon pricing structures.  
b. (G. Spevak) Currently we are actually looking into getting a few new contractors on board in the JOC Program and in which case we could do another bid request
