A meeting of the Election Council will be held on Tuesday, November 01, 2016 at 7:30 a.m., pursuant to Education Code Section 89921 et seq., at California State University Channel Islands, Student Union Meeting Room A, located at One University Drive, Camarillo, CA 93012, to consider and act upon the following matters:

a. INFORMATIONAL ITEM: Committee Member Roles & Responsibilities (S. Kramer)

i. S. Kramer asked if anyone had any questions or interest regarding any of the roles

ii. J. Booker arrived at 7:35 a.m.
b. INFORMATIONAL ITEM: Election Code Overview (S. Kramer)

i. M. Pelayo asked who would be able to meet with candidates during the mandatory candidate meeting. G. DeLong clarified that in the event that the chair cannot hold a meeting with the candidate, another member can.

ii. J. Booker asked how strict student involvement will be when it comes to candidate teams. S. Kramer believes it has never been a major issue in the past. G. DeLong pointed out that candidates must turn in a list of members on their campaign team. S. Kramer believes that it does have to be specifically CI students on the campaign team and no other outside people. 

iii. S. Kramer would like to make the change in the election code to clarify that it must be CI students on the campaign team.

iv. S. Kramer asked if eligibility applies to Extended University students, but does not believe that it does. G. DeLong stated that they must be ASI fee paying. J. Booker asked if students can opt in to paying ASI fees. S. Kramer and G. DeLong will look into that. 

v. J. Booker asked if there has been any changes regarding posting campaign materials near polling stations. G. DeLong said it is difficult to regulate since cell phones can even be polling stations.
vi. S. Kramer asked why the poll workers section is still included. G. DeLong said that it was kept to leave as a future option in case anyone wanted to use it. She recommends that the Elections Council clarify what a polling station is.

vii. M. Pelayo asked when marketing can begin. S. Kramer said that the plan is to start as soon as late January.
viii. G. DeLong brought up the $25 fee as a discussion that presented a challenge for the council before. J. Booker said that it was his understanding that we could not collect a fee or at least not go after students who have not. S. Kramer believes that the fee could be reduced to $5. J. Booker thought the fee was put in place to discourage students from leaving up marketing materials. The council agreed that they should look at reducing or removing the fee all together. G. DeLong suggested there be a working meeting to make the suggestions to the ASI board.

ix. J. Booker asked if there is a conflict of interest under item I when it comes to the Executive Director addressing candidate complaints and Council complaints. S. Kramer believes that in that case, item H can be changed for the complaint to go to the Associate Director and then after the Executive Director. G. DeLong said that then one of the sections can use the Associate Vice President as the person that receives one of the sections regarding complaints. S. Kramer said that ASI Executive Director in section I will change to AVP of ASI and RHE.  

c. INFORMATIONAL ITEM: Elections Timeline (S. Kramer)
i. S. Kramer went over the timeline in which it stated that the application will be made available as of January 30th. The application deadline will be February 28th and mandatory candidate meetings will be held the week of February 6th and February 20th. The debate will be held on Wednesday, April 12th and that may change. G. DeLong said that we could look at changing it to increase attendance. S. Kramer said we can look at having it during peak times in the Student Union such as the lunch hour. 
ii. G. DeLong said that the council can also look at extending campaigning time. M. Pelayo said that they should have more time to campaign. S. Kramer said that the council can look at extending the campaign time by a week in March after spring break. J. Booker said that April is also a busy time to keep in mind. M. Pelayo stated that it wouldn’t hurt to increase campaign time. G. DeLong recommended that campaigning time officially begin March 27th which would give candidates three weeks and a half. S. Kramer will include that as a change to the timeline.

iii. J. Booker raised the question if there could be an extension of the actual voting period. M. Pelayo said that it could even go the entire week. S. Kramer said that for having an effective polling place, it would be more beneficial to make it Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday instead of including Monday and Friday. G. DeLong said that she sends out the voting link and reminder through quadralicts. 
iv. The Inauguration is scheduled for May 2nd and the introduction of the elected officers will be on May 4th. 

v. Clarification that there was consensus in extending the voting time to an extra day into Thursday.

i. We will go through tasks today. M. Pelayo said that we can start with soliciting nominations. C. Mena would like to also have a ballot overview. G.
