i. G. DeLong provided some background clarification as the Board request.

1. Last year, Hillel requested $3000 and the BASC cut $500 from the food allocation with the final allocation being $2,500. The cut was made throughout all requests for all off campus events, which were cut by 50 percent, due to the overall amount requested by all organizations exceeding the amount that the BASC had to allocate. When this cut was made the BASC encouraged Hillel to purchase food through University Auxiliary Services. The current appeal for the $500 is for the purpose of Hillel to share their Jewish culture with the student body through Kosher Shabbat dinners held once a month.
ii. Through the result of the discussion of the Board, the consensus was that there was not enough knowledge to know where these funds would come from if granted to Hillel, but by moving this to the BASC committee they could help create an appeal process and could review in more detail the funds available, if any, for Hillel.

iii. E. Miller shared the idea that possibly if a student organization was granted funds, but did not renew for this year, that possibly those funds could be reallocated to Hillel.
